Diversity of learners

The ‘Towards Foundation Level Victorian Curriculum’ is
integrated directly into the curriculum and is referred to as
‘Levels Ato D’.

‘Levels A to D’ are not associated with any set age or year level
that links chronological age to cognitive progress. Rather the
learning descriptions for levels A to D are structured by a
continuum.

The Abilities Based Learning and
Education Support (ABLES) program

A package of assessment tools, curricula, teaching strategies and
resources that can help schools to better understand and meet
the learning needs of all students, including students with a
disability.

Universal Design for Learning

Universal design for learning (UDL) is a framework to improve
and optimize teaching and learning.
